FIRST AID GUIDE-LINES FOR MANAGERS
This document is not a First Aid procedure but rather an awareness raising document with regard to safeguarding players in our charge during training sessions and during matches. It is presumed that each of these takes place at the Club - when squads are training or playing elsewhere the same logic applies but the facilities available may differ.

Our primary concern is the care and well being of the players in our charge. We will ensure that we only take players out to train or play on suitable surfaces and with appropriate equipment.

Each Sunday morning a qualified Physio will be on duty – see Physio Information Sheet with list of names, contact details and photographs. The physio will be based at the Medical Room at the entrance to the changing rooms but may on occasions move around the pitches to observe training sessions. They will also carry a walkie-talkie and you can summon them to your pitch side at the press of a button.
Each Squad should have at least one first aid trained coach/manager. These people are there to provide first aid in the first instance and will have at their disposal a first aid kit with the bare essentials to treat blood wounds.

Parents are expected to attend training sessions with their children and they remain responsible for their children. In the unlikely event of a serious accident taking place where a parent or guardian is not present the Squad Manager should take responsibility for calling the parent.

All accidents have to be reported to the Safeguarding Officer and recorded in the accident book in the Club Office.
